Parent Reminders:
* Please do not send in a morning snack with your child.  We provide a snack at 8:30 am..  Please have your child eat his or her snack on the way to daycare in the morning so that other children aren’t upset when they don’t have the same snack.

* Items to have at daycare at all times are as follows: jacket and sweater, splash pants, snow pants, hat, mittens, boots, 1 or 2 complete changes of clothes, indoor shoes, and outdoor shoes.
