Parent Reminders:
* Please do not send in a morning snack with your child.  We provide a snack at 8:30 am..  Please have your child eat his or her snack on the way to daycare in the morning so that other children aren’t upset when they don’t have the same snack.

* Items to have at daycare at all times are as follows: jacket and sweater, splash pants, hat, mittens, boots, 1 or 2 complete changes of clothes, indoor shoes, and outdoor shoes. It is also just about time to bring in snow pants.
* Please do not wear your outdoor shoes into the classrooms. Any dirt that you drag in from your shoes could potentially end up in a child’s mouth and we do not want that happening. The staff work very hard at keeping the play areas clean and sanitary for your children so please be considerate and do the same. It is not fair to the staff to have re clean the floors every time someone comes in with their shoes on. Thank you for your cooperation.
H1N1: As you are aware we have had one confirmed case of H1N1 in the center. I want to assure you that we are taking precautions to prevent the spread of the virus. You will notice a sanitizer dispenser in the main entrance for your use upon entering the building. It is a black dispenser that looks like a soap dispenser you would see in a public restroom. Please take the time to sanitize your hands when you come in. Please remember that if your child has any flu like symptoms they are to remain home for 24 hours after being symptom free. 
Christmas: As much as we all don’t want to think that it is approaching it is time to start thinking about Christmas. We have a Christmas party every year and I will keep you posted as to the date. We ask that you bring in a wrapped book for your child that Santa will give to them at the party. The books will be due by December 4th.
