-The staff put a lot of time and effort into the creating a fun and educational program for the children. Please take a few minutes to read the calendars and weekly programs as the teachers often ask for theme related items to be brought in to enhance the program on specific days. Also, please feel free to bring any suggestions for themes or theme related ideas that you you’re your child may be interested in. 
- We are constantly trying to make sure the children are interested in the toys and activities that are presented to them.  We rotate the toys every so often and try to come up with new and creative crafts throughout the months.  If you have items that you may be getting rid of that you think will be useful for crafts we will gladly take them.  Some items would be juice can lids, bubble wrap, old greeting cards, etc. 

- The outdoor webcam will be coming soon. As soon as it is up and running we will let you know.
- The Church next door is going to be torn down and in its place is going to be an apartment building.  It will be an 11 story apartment building on top of a floor of retail businesses. Parking is our main concern and we are looking to purchase/rent parking spaces if possible for parent parking. There will be a meeting held Wednesday January 13th that Trudy will be attending. If you have any questions that you would like Trudy to raise on your behalf please let Mari know by 3pm on Wednesday. 

- We would like to welcome Erin Casey on board. She is a new part time support staff and she will work throughout the center.  She will be in T/TH/F from 8:30-12:30.  Erin is completing her ECE at MSVU. 

- Please make sure that you remove your shoes before going into classrooms.  Dirt that is tracked in from outside can get on the toys as the children often play on the floor and as you know children often put toys in their mouths therefore the dirt will be going into their mouths.

- When your child is experiencing any flu like symptoms such as vomiting, diarrhea, or fever please keep them home so that the virus is not passed on to the other children or staff. 

- We still have chocolate bars from our bar fundraiser.  If you are interested in selling some please come to the office to pick them up.  

- Arriving late at the end of the day has become an issue of concern. Please make sure you are here and exiting the building no later than 5:30. 

- Winter is here and in order for the children to have safe and happy play time outdoors we need to make sure that they have the proper gear here. Please make sure you child has warm boots, snow pants, winter jacket, at least 2 pairs of mittens, a warm hat, and a complete change of clothes.

- Our website has been redeveloped, please check it out. There is a section with photos of the children and we are looking into a way that parents who want copies can get them.  Monthly calendars and newsletters are also available on the website as well as parent policies as well as behaviour management policies.

- Joey, our new cook, is fitting in very well here at the center. He is cooking great food and keeping the center nice and clean for us. The kids love to see him when he goes throughout the center doing his cleaning.
- French has been on hold but will resume very soon.
- A sanitizer dispenser has been installed in the side entrance at the bottom of the stairs.  Please use some when you are entering the building. We continue to sanitize the toys and toy areas multiple times a week. Any toys that the children put in their mouths are put aside and cleaned before put back on the shelves. 

-Renovations -  We are currently looking into getting bed closets for the children’s nap time mats.  Also the Sr. Preschool bathroom is going to be renovated when the repair and renovations grant comes in. 

-Potty Training- We are looking to utilize our support staff so that children in the Jr. Toddler room who are ready to potty train can begin before they enter the Sr. Toddler room.  Please let the Jr. Toddler teachers know if you are interested in your child beginning to potty trained.
